Since opening our doors in 2003, Children’s
Museum of Atlanta has brought play-based
education to 3.8 million children and
caregivers.

We have served 1,749 students in 85 Title I
classrooms through our Museum On-The-Go
programs and 34,721 visitors accessed free
or reduced-price tickets through Access It!,
Museums for All, and Family Free Day
programs.

Through play, children develop the
social, emotional, cognitive, and physical
skills they need to thrive both now and into
their futures.
